1904 (2009), and of the Comprehensive Report of the Ombudsperson on this de-listing
request. The assets freeze, travel ban, and arms embargo set out in paragraph 1 of
Security Council resolution 2368 (2017) adopted under Chapter VII of the Charter of
the United Nations accordingly no longer apply to this entry.
